	Details: Today, as Caldwell Police Officers were rescuing people from the burning building on Kimball, they were flagged down by a good Samaritan who directed them to a suspect, later identified as Devin Weitzel. Officers observed Weitzel armed with a long metallic object (later determined to be a cane) as he was violently attacking a victim with it. 



As officers approached Weitzel, he dropped the weapon and fled on foot. Officers recognized him as a wanted felon and initiated a foot pursuit of Weitzel. In hot pursuit, officers chased him into a residence in the 800 block of Belmont as he attempted to barricade himself. Officers attempted to gain compliance through verbalization; however, Weitzel continued to resist. Officers successfully de-escalated the situation and took him into custody after he violently resisted and tried attacking the officers during the struggle.  



Weitzel was arrested for: aggravated battery; obstruct and delay, and two outstanding arrest warrants. He was transported to the Canyon County Jail and booked without further incident.  Officers did not sustain any injuries and the use of force will be investigated and adjudicated by the Department.
